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Extract of the Related Clauses

(OMarine Transportation Law, Law No. 187 of 1949

Article 26 (Orders to Engage in Voyage)

1. The Minister of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism may order a ship
operator to engage in voyage by designating a route or a vessel, or persons or
goods to be fransported, only in the case where the voyage is necessary for
disaster-reseue o otherwise maintaining public safety and, moreover, there is no
person who intends to engage in the voyage voluntarily or the number of such per-
sofls is extremely insufficient.

2. When the Minister of Land, Infrastrueture, Transport and Tourism intends to
give the order referred to in the preceding paragraph, the Minister shall pay atten-
tion to ensuring the safety for the vessel operated under the order and the seafar-
ers of board.

3. When the Minister of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism has made the
order referred to in paragraph 1, the Minister shall issue to the master of the ves-
sel a certificate of vessel engaging in voyage under order.

Article 18 (Obligation to Keep Documents)
